The following is updated information 

about the Texas Trail Roundup in 

February. This event had a contract with 

the Holiday Inn by Market Square.  A 

flyer was printed, and information was 

submitted to the American Wanderer 

which came out recently. Unfortunately, 

all that had to be changed because of 

action taken by the city of San Antonio 

that removed the Holiday Inn from 

availability, so the TAW is incorrect 

and the flyers, website and sanction 

listings have had to be updated after a 

new start location was obtained.  

 

The TTR will now be hosted at the 

Beethoven Mannerchor Halle und 

Garten in the King William District just 

south of downtown. They have a 

rehearsal hall that will be used for 

ceremonies and start/finish, etc. There is 

a biergarten with food and drink 

available on Friday and Saturday 

afternoon/evening.  

 

The TTR website's schedule of events 

still needs to be updated as Saturday 

afternoon/evening will be socializing in 

the biergarten instead of the originally 

planned hotel pool party.

There are several moderately priced 

chain hotels within a mile of Beethoven 

along with one lower priced hotel, the 

La Villita Inn, which is slightly closer 

than the others.  

 

Parking is available on residential 

streets in the area, and Beethoven has a 

modest-size parking lot across the street 

with 40 spaces. Walkers should be 

careful not to park in the nearby Liberty 

Bar parking lot as they will get towed.
